The exhibition also captures performers at several local galas – ballroom dancers sweeping across the floor at the Salt Lake Symphony’s Vienna Ball, can-can dancers cavorting at the Utah Museum of Fine Art’s “Soiree d’Art,” and a big band swinging at the Springville Museum’s Art Ball.
